INSTALLATION

1. Remove the wall mount couplers from the faucet by unscrewing the large hex nuts behind the faucet handles.
2. Place thread sealant or plumber’s tape on the %” pipe nipples protruding from the wall.

3. Run a bead of silicone sealant along the base of the wall couplers.

4. Thread the wall couplers onto the %” pipe nipples.

5. Make sure the bases of the couplers are firmly against the wall and that the couplers are aligned properly. Wipe
away any excess sealant with a damp cloth.

6. Place the faucet body on the wall couplers. Hand tighten the coupling nuts to secure.

7. Install the hand shower and nozzle and any rubber sealing gaskets included.

8. When your faucet installation is complete, turn on the water supply. Check to make sure that all connections
are tight (no water should be leaking) and that the hot and cold supplies are working correctly. Turn the water

on and allow the water to flow through the spout for approximately 60 seconds. Allen Wrench (provided) Level
